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Duvernay Shopping Centre exists since 1959. First built as a strip mall, it underwent a significant expansion in 1973. Today, it totals approximately 259 000 square feet of total gross leasable area and a parking availability of 856 spaces. It is located on one of Laval’s major arteries; 3100 boulevard de la Concorde, in the district of Duvernay.

Duvernay Shopping Centre is a fashion centre with nearly 75 boutiques and stores including six restaurants. Anchor stores are Hart, Metro grocery store, Royal Bank,  Pharmaprix, SAQ, and Energie Cardio. The second floor consists mainly of office spaces.  

The population in the primary zone is 49,000 and is predominantly Francophone (79%), Anglophone (5%) and Allophone (16%). Residents have a relatively high level of income, averaging $57,000. This statistic has helped to maintain a high percentage of homeowner households in the municipality (nearly 65%). The projected new construction sites around the centre will undoubtedly increase the homeowner household and further, promise a younger clientele. As in all industrialized societies, the population is aging and this trend has been accelerating over the past 20 years. However, compared to the metropolitan region of Montreal, Laval residents are of a middle age, averaging 40 years old, with only 9% of the people aged 65 years and over. The majority labour force is of white-collar workers, who make up 40% of the active population.  Professionals and those in administrative positions represent 30%, while blue-collar workers represent 30%. The population in the secondary commercial zone is 180,000 and has similar characteristics to the population in the primary zone.

Duvernay Shopping Centre has a well-established and faithful clientele with an average traffic of 40 000 persons per week. It is known for some exclusive boutiques and offers customers the opportunity to shop in a convivial and community oriented environment that is easily accessible to everyone.
